We break off into groups and go to several activities including target 
practice, rifle sight in, remote control cars and the outdoor trek of the hunter's 
safety course.  After a delicious lunch prepared by some of the best grillers around 
(Mr. Faulkner's friends) we head to the blinds.  All of the deer blinds on Mr. 
Faulkner's property are completely handicapped accessible and heated, so this is 
hunting in style!!  Each hunter is accompanied by a hunt master and a companion.  This
is where the fun begins!  You wouldn't believe the beautiful deer that come to these 
feeders!!!  They are a sight to be seen!!!  After sunset and the sound of gun shots 
ringing through the property, the hunters come in with the animals they have 
harvested.  Sixteen of the eighteen hunters harvested 8-12 point bucks, 2 axis 
deer and 2 black bucks. With barbecue ready for our mighty hunters for dinner, the 
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deer come in and the stories begin!  It's so awesome to see these little faces light up
with excitement as they tell the stories of the afternoon and take pictures!  All is 
wrapped up on Sunday morning with a wonderful breakfast at the YO Ranch and 
finishing up hunter's safety.   
  
This weekend at the Faulkner Ranch is one of our favorite events of the year and it 
would not be possible without the kindness of the Faulkner Family, Texas Parks and 
Wildlife, Kirby Brown with Texas Wildlife Association, Texas Youth Hunters
